	County and District Councillors’ and Police Reports.
a) PCSO Bishop had sent the following report to the Clerk: -
· On Thursday 9th May, a Shar Pei dog slipped its lead in Seatown and ran off.  The owner has since not been able to locate it and believes the dog has been stolen.  The area was extensively searched on the day, including the cliffs.

· On 21st May we had a report of a theft of tools from a compound on a holiday site at Eype.  Whilst this is not specifically Chideock, please bear in mind in case of any suspicious activity seen in the area.

· As always, please be vigilant for any suspicious activity and report to Dorset Police on 101, or online at www.dorset.police.uk.
In the absence of PSCO Bishop, Cllr Glenn requested the Clerk to ask for answers to the following questions: -

· Who is responsible for contingency plans if a serios incident occurred in Chideock, for example if Calor gas tanker were to crash.

· Who gives permission for the transportation of wide loads (for example mobile homes / lodges etc) which involve closure of sections of the A35. 

· What can be done to ensure that vehicles carrying hay are a) covered and b) not loaded so high that they hit overhead cables.

	Democratic Period.

· A member of the public asked if electors can be reassured about the impartiality of the council regarding a by-pass within Chideock Parish. The chair replied that electors can be reassured that the Parish Council will abide by the result of the Poll and said that the new council is passionate to ensure that improvements are achieved, both sort / medium term and long term. The Parish Council needs to consider carefully how to go forward and accepts that ultimately a bypass is the only solution, whether this be a Chideock only bypass or a completely new route bypassing many other towns / settlements. However, the determination of a route is not within the Parish Council’s power. All bodies involved have a different “take” on the matter – the Parish Council needs to look at the whole picture with a holistic approach.

· Mrs Lyn Crisp, as representative of the community group which has been involved for many years in attempting to resolve the status of BW18, spoke in detail about the issues regarding the use of the upper portion of Bridleway 18 / Mill Lane by motorised vehicles and why it is essential to object to the Dorset Council Definitive Map Modification Order, so that the matter is referred to the Planning Inspectorate for a definitive definition of the status of this section. Dorset Highways claim it has dual use – as a highway in the List of Streets and as a Bridleway on the Definitive Map, and so can be used by motorised vehicles. The change from a Bridleway to a Restricted Byway will not alter the List of Streets.
